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Clinical Experience. 

Intensive Care

I worked in the Paediatric Intensive Care Unit at Addenbrooke's Hospital from my appointment as consultant in 1992 until 2008.  This is an 8 bedded general Paediatric Intensive Care Unit with 3 HDU beds, admitting 450 children each year. We see a wide range of cases including trauma, general surgery and severe infections. Addenbrooke's provides regional paediatric sub-specialty skills in oncology, neurology, endocrinology and diabetes, metabolic medicine, gastroenterology and neonatology. Paediatric orthopaedics, urology, neurosurgery, ophthalmology and general surgery are also provided.

Respiratory
I established the specialist respiratory service in Cambridge and have combined this work with that in the PICU since 1994. From 2009 my work was predominately in respiratory care. As one of 4 consultants on the respiratory team we covered the full range of tertiary respiratory specialisms.
Cystic Fibrosis

We provided the primary care for 120 children with cystic fibrosis from Cambridge and the surrounding districts. We are the regional designated centre for CF, supporting the region’s 200 children with the disease. 
Asthma

We provide a dedicated respiratory clinic in which the bulk of the work relates to severe asthma. This clinic is run jointly with a respiratory nurse as well as input from  dermatological, immunological and ENT colleagues, so allowing us to provide a comprehensive atopy service.

Neuromuscular disease and scoliosis
Between 2007 and 2019 I saw all children undergoing scoliosis surgery, discussing the operative risks and evaluating outcome. I have developed national standards of care for this group.

Sleep
I was responsible for the sleep service between 2008 and 2018. We perform around 450 sleep studies a year, broadly divided into inpatient cardiorespiratory studies (45%) and home based oximetry studies (55%).
Complex disability

I established a multi-disciplinary clinic caring for children with complex disability, where we review their respiratory care and support families optimise the support for their children. We look after about 100 patients in this clinic.

Cleft
I supported the regional cleft team for many years, reviewing complex patients with cleft lip and palate, and managing their respiratory support.
Research and Academic

Cambridge University.
I am Director of Medical Studies at Peterhouse, the oldest of the Cambridge colleges, where I am also a Fellow. 

European Respiratory Society.
Since 2004 I have held a number of roles in the ERS, including Chair of the Intensive Care section, and Liaison Officer to the European Academy of Paediatrics. I was a member of the examination committee between 2015 and 2021.

European Academy of Paediatrics. 

I was chair of the European Board of Paediatrics of the EAP, responsible for accrediting specialist training in all paediatric subspecialties across Europe, between 2015 and 2021. 
I have published over 100 papers in academic peer reviewed journals.

Legal experience
I have been producing medical reports since 1997. In that time I have produced over 350 reports, and between 2021 and 2024 was instructed on around 20-25 per year.

My caseload has been split between plaintiff and defendant approximately 60:40, and my average case takes ~8 hours billed work.
